$300 Charitable Deduction for Non-Itemizers 
The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, or CARES Act, created several incentives for people to 
help charities right away, including a charitable deduction of up to $300 in 2020, even if you don't itemize.  

Otherwise, you generally need to itemize to take the charitable deduction, which fewer people do since the standard 
deduction doubled a few years ago – now at $12,400 for single filers and  

$24,800 for married couples filing jointly in 2020.
